Successful Raid on Film Pirate at Popular Paddy’s Market in Sydney 



Sydney, NSW – On Sunday, 27th November, NSW Police raided a stall belonging to a 23-year-old man who was illegally selling pirate DVDs at the popular Paddy’s Market in Flemington.

The raid, based on information provided by the Australian Federation Against Copyright Theft (AFACT), led to the seizure of 223 DVD-Rs, infringing more than 50 movie and various music copyrights.  The stall was immediately shut down and the man was charged with five copyright offences and one trademark offence. 

Sydney’s biggest market, Paddy’s attracts thousands of people every weekend. 

Commenting on the raid, AFACT Executive Director Adrianne Pecotic said: 

“The closure of this stall and seizure of pirate discs sends a strong message that film piracy is a crime. This action by NSW Police, with support from the market authorities, defends the livelihood of many people making an honest living out of the exhibition, sale and rent of movies and DVDs in NSW.” 

Piracy in Australia

AFACT estimates that movie piracy cost the film industry in Australia in excess of $400 million in potential revenue in 2004. The illegal distribution of unauthorized copies of movies rose from 4% in 2000 to around 10% of the legitimate market in 2004. Police across Australia have more than doubled the number of illegal discs seized in 2004 compared to 2003. Discs comprise mostly DVD-R copies as DVD-R technology has increased its share of the pirate optical disc market. In addition Australian Customs seized over 40,000 pirate DVDs imported into Australia in 2004, a 185% increase compared to the 14,000 seized by Customs in 2003. 

Police jurisdictions now recognize organized crime involvement in film piracy. Organized crime links to movie piracy in Australia were first uncovered following a raid on Malaysia-linked movie pirates in 2002. 

Piracy in Asia

The MPA estimates that its member companies lose an excess of US$896 million in potential revenue annually in the Asia-Pacific region alone. In 2004, the MPA operations in the Asia-Pacific region investigated more than 25,500 cases of piracy and assisted law enforcement officials in conducting nearly 12,000 raids. These activities resulted in the seizure of approximately 49,000,000 illegal optical discs, and the initiation of more than 8,000 legal actions.
